And nowhere is
that more evident than in Girl Scouts Forever Green, the Girl Scouts’ 100th Anniversary Take Action Project. Girls
across the United States and around the world are leading their families, schools, and communities in improving the
environment and protecting natural resources.

Girl Scouts Forever Green invites girls to take action on one of three projects—Reduce Plastic Waste, Earth Hour,
and Rain Gardens—that lead to sustainable behavior change and environmental impact. We also want girls to take
an online pledge stating their year-long commitment to Girl Scouts Forever Green efforts—and then get their friends
and families to pledge, too! The project coincides with Girl Scouts of the USA’s 100th anniversary. What better gift to
the Girl Scout Movement than measurable results, real proof that girls can, in fact, change the world?

Thanks to important work done by pilot councils, Girl Scouts Forever Green and its three projects are relevant to
today’s girls’ interests and the environmental needs of our planet. All of the materials you need are fun-to-use and
available online, which means you will find it easy to empower girls to lead Girl Scouts Forever Green Take Action
Project throughout your council.

Join us by championing Girl Scouts Forever Green. You'll raise awareness about both Girl Scouting in general and
generate excitement about Girl Scouts of Black Diamond Council, as well.
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How to Get Involved

1. Select one of the Girl Scouts Forever Green projects. Engage girls in the selection process to make sure the
project matches their interests and addresses a growing concern in your area.

2. Implement the project during one month—February, March, or April. Why? Keeping the project to a month’s
time helps us record data on global participation and environmental impact. Also, by targeting the three months
closest to the 100th anniversary, you're creating buzz and excitement and increasing the visibility of the Girl
Scouts of Black Diamond Council.

3. Have girls and other participants register on the Girl Scouts Forever Green web site
(http://www.girlscouts.org/gsforevergreen) upon completion of the project. This is where you will log both
your own participation and that of their friends and families over the course of the month. Please let everyone
know they have to enter their Girl Scouts Forever Green data no later than December 31, 2012. (Parents, volun
teers, or responsible adults should assist girls under age 13 with registering and entering data online.)

4. Encourage everyone to take the Girl Scouts Forever Green Pledge. Girls should feel free to direct their fami-
lies and friends to take the pledge, as well.

Girl Scouts Forever Green Pledge

Everyone—both Girl Scouts and the public at large—is invited to take the online Girl Scouts Forever Green Pledge,
which asks individuals to commit to changing some aspects of their daily lives to help protect the environment and
conserve natural resources. Each pledge action, such as planting a tree or turning off the faucet while brushing your
teeth, has an environmental impact measurement associated with it; rolling a mouse over the actions on the Web
page brings up environmental facts about these actions. The pledge helps make Girl Scouts Forever Green sustain-
able beyond the projects happening in February, March, and April.

Girl Scouts of the USA and the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) worked together to develop the online
pledge and determine each action’s environmental impact in terms of energy and natural resources saved.

Girls can use the Pledge Card (see page 9) to record and take home what they commit to do to make our planet
more sustainable. However, in order to make their pledge count, they must take the pledge online, where they can
choose several additional actions, as well.




Leadership Benefits for Girls

The leadership skills girls will develop while taking part in Girl Scouts Forever Green will serve them throughout their
lives. The Girl Scouts Forever Green projects and goals are also (GSFG) activities well aligned with the It’s Your Plan-
et—Love It! leadership journey. Girls who participate in the Girl Scouts Forever Green projects as part of that jour-
ney can climb the Girl Scout Ladder of Leadership and earn awards along the way as they create positive change for
the environment.
